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Abstract

This study was conducted to identify the level of proficiency of
Arabic language among Year Six pupils. The following research questions
were identified: What is the level of Arabic language acquisition among
primary pupils? Did the learning meet the lesson objective outlined by the
Ministry of Education Malaysia? What are the challenges faced by these
learners? The descriptive analysis approach was used to obtain data.
Interview sessions were held to gain feedback from the Arabic teachers,
Arabic language experts and officers from the Kedah Education Department.
The following findings were observed. The students’ level of proficiency
were at a satisfactory level. They were better at listening skills compared to
their reading and writing skills. Their speaking ability was at a beginner’s
level. They were only able to utter simple basic words. Therefore, the
implication of this study strongly suggests that more encouraging and
engaging activities should be incorporated into the Arabic classes as outlined
by the Ministry of Education. This may help increase their mastery of the
Arabic language.
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
