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ABSTRACT

The objective of the studies is to determine the meaning of Verbs Consisting of Vowel
Alphabets and Verbs Which Do Not Have Vowel Alphabets in Al-Quran by linking between
the meaning of words based on the language and the opinions of Interpreter and Syntax
Scholars as well as Morphological Formula. This is conducted by analysing several examples
of verbs in Al-Kahfi and Maryam Verses, to find the most accurate meaning and
interpretation based on different contextual words; whereby finally the best understanding

and interpretation of Quranic Verses can be achieved and thus, they can be apphed in our
daily life.

The research is distributed in 6 chapters, in Chapter 1 discuss the advantage of Al-Kahtfi
and Maryam Verses. In Chapter 2 discuss Verbs cvnsisting of vowel alphabets and the
meaning of verbs which do not have vowel alphabets and it’s parts. Chapter 3 consist the

meaning of Salim verbs, Mahmuz verbs and Muda’af verbs in Al-Kahfi Verses. Chapter 3
consist the meaning of Salim verbs, Mahmuz verbs and Muda’af verbs in Maryam Verses.

In Chapter 3 to Chapter 6, the researcher conducts a study on the opinions of Syntax
Scholars in determining the Syntax, forms of giraat and meaning of words. The researcher
starts the analysis by giving definition based on linguistic aspect, wazan verbs as well as
looking for the linkage between forms of sentences and the accurate meaning in various
sentences. While in Chapter 5 and 6. consists the meaning of verbs which do not have vowel
alphabets in Al-Kahfi Verses and Maryam Verses.
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
