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ABSTRACT

This study is entitled “The use of coercive measures in current financial transactions
between Islamic law and Malaysian law, a comparative study”. The researcher has
raised some questions including: what is meant by coercion in Islamic law and
Malaysian law? What are the forms of coercion in financial transactions in general?
And what is the latest form of coercion in financial transactions specifically? What is
the difference between Islamic law and Malaysian law in realtion to coercion
measures? The purpose of this study is to discuss various current issues involving
coercive measures in financial transactions, especially in Malaysia. This study also
aims to clarify the similarities and differences between Islamic law and Malaysian law
in terms of coercive measures in financial transactions. In this study, the researcher
used two methods, namely analytical and descriptive methods, in which the researcher
collects and analyzes the information to obtain evidence surrounding the topic of this
study. The researcher then compares the decisions that have been made from the
Sharia law of each problem, including other related laws. This study contributes to the
knowledge of coercive measures in current financial transactions and explains the
difference between Islamic law aand Malaysian law. The researcher concluded that
coercive measures in financial transactions enshrined in Sharia law were to safeguard
public safety and security. The researcher also concluded that most of the coercive
measures in financial transactions contained in Islamic Sharia law are in with the
provisions of Malaysian law related to the same issue. For example, Malaysia legal
opinions regarding the law of forced selling of shares are in line with the views of the
Hanafi scholars. Similary, the use of coercion in selling is illegal and the contract is
not recognized and can be cancelled. Finally, the researcher recommends that all other
researchers and scholars conduct more comprehensive studies, especially regarding
comparisons between Sharia law and Malaysian law on other important issues.
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
