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ABSTRACT

This study examines how to use face-to-face methods in teaching and learning
activities in effective Arabic language listening and speacking skills for non-native
students to achieve their desired goal in teaching Aabic language. The researcher asks
several research questions including: What is the basis for face-to-face method? What
conditions must be met in the face-to-face method? What are the guidelines in helping
teachers to ues face-to-face method? The purpose of this study is: To contribute
effectively to the teching and mastering of the listening and speaking skills, enabling
them to understand and memorize words and the various language structures and
ability to distinguish between pronunciation and comprehension of the meaning of
words as well as the context of the sentences and words using face-to-face method. It
also identifies the skills that the teachers need to have in face-to-face method.
