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ABSTRACT

This study discusses the selection of appropriate modern teaching methods to teach
Arabic to non-Arabic speaking students especially form six students to achieve the
desired goal. The researcher posed several questions, among them are: what are the
reasons for form six students in Kedah who do not speak Arabic to become weak in
Arabic grammar? How is Arabic grammar taught to form six secondary school students
for government schools? Why does the teaching of Arabic grammar have difficulties
and obstacles that cause students not to be motivated to learn it actively and effectively?
What is the effect of using learning activity strategies in teaching Arabic grammar to
improve student achievement? This study aims achieve several objectives including:
To know the reasons for poor student performance in Arabic grammar for form six
secondary schools in the state of Kedah, Malaysia. Besides, to know the methods of
teaching Arabic grammar to non-Arabic speaking students and explain the difficulties
and obstacles that cause students to be unmotivated towards learning Arabic grammar.
Apart from that, to know the effect of the use of learning activities in learning Arabic
grammar on the improvement of student achievements. The researcher uses field
descriptive methodology to present the title and result of the study. This study
contributes to the field of knowledge/ science because of its contribution in solving the
difficulty of teaching Arabic grammar to students of other languages by activating
teaching methods and modern technology in enriching the teaching process and looking
at teaching methods of Arabic grammar appropriate to students’ levels and inclinations.
The study also improved the results of non-Arabic speaking students through language
training and activities related to the teaching of Arabic grammar. The results of the
study found that among others: Provide training for Arabic language teachers on the
use of educational methods in teaching and mastery of Arabic language as well as using
appropriate teaching methods and modern methods to achieve the purpose of teaching
Arabic as desired. The researcher recommends that institutions and universities use this
teaching method at the form six level of secondary schools.
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
