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ABSTRACT

This research relates to the effect of the sunnah in the implementation of bid'ah.
Therefore, the study was entitled: “Sunnah and its impact on the issue of bid'ah in
Malaysia; State of Kedah study sample”. The problem of the study lies in the state of
Muslims in the Malaysian community towards some bid'ah and their extreme or
ignorant views and later ignore the sunnah of the Prophet SAW. The researcher has
raised several questions, including: What is the effect of the practice of sunnah in a
Muslim's life and its reward in the hereafter? When and how did bid'ah appear and what
was 1ts level of emergence over the last century? What is the dominant bid'ah among
Malaysians? Among the main objectives of the study are: to-explain that the practice of
sunnah guarantees the blessing of life and the pleasure of Allah SWT in this world and
in the hereafter. It also explains the development and stages of bid'ah throughout the
centuries. Describing the clearest practice of bid'ah has been practiced by Malaysians.
This research uses inductive methods, by following the relevant text of the study title.
Then the study uses analytical methods, by studying the text, reviewing, and later
concluding to arrive at the desired facts. This study contributes to the section of the
hadith in explaining the importance of knowing the position of the hadiths and
practicing the authentic hadiths (sahih), hasan, dha'if (not too dha'if), and avoiding the
hadiths which are dha’if and maudu’, until we are able to understand bid’ah and its
contribution in this matter. The study found that Prophet SAW made sure that his
companions obeyed the sunnah of Prophet SAW, and he insisted on forbidding anything
contrary to his sunnah, and those who practice bid'ah in matters which are not in the
religion of Allah. In addition, the companions and the tabiin also used the Prophet's
manhaj so that they could contribute greatly in the fight against the misdirected bid'ah.
The study also found that the companions described the definition of bid'ah hasanah as
the one which does not accuse others as being kafir and is included in the category of
bid’ah which is fasiq. Most religious teachers in Malaysia are not competent in the field
of hadiths, traditions and differences in the division of hadiths. In fact, most of them
only master the basics of this field.
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
