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ABSTRACT

This research follows a descriptive study of the values in Al-Baroudi's poetry in its
traditional themes and modern, which accompanied the era, whether it was purely
Islamic, or in other themes. The reason for this is the importance of these Islamic values,
the display of beautiful images in them, and the influence of exile on them, and of the
study of Diwan al-Baroudi. The research problem focused on devising Islamic values,
and pre-Islamic values that Islam kept, in the different contents of his poetry; tracking
the stages of his life from the first periods to the end of their life, and the importance of
the study is to establish the values in the Qur’an or Hadith or the effects of the righteous
predecessors of the companions and followers. Besides, the study also focused on the
glimpses of the opposition, or the poetic simulation of former poets, and illustration of
some pictures, methods, and dictionaries that Baroudi used to denote the values in the
contents of his values. Among the objectives of the research: Knowing the factors that
influenced his literary personality, the effect of his various experiences on the inclusion
of values in his poetry, the significance of linguistic dictionaries on his values,
knowledge of methods and poetic characteristics. and how Baroudi concluded his late
poems, and described an easy overview of "al-Auzan al-Arudhiah™ the poetic music
that Baroudi followed in his poems. The results of the research: that family and religious
education, and the field experiences of his scientific and practical life have a clear
impact on the formation of his poetic personality and the values in his poetry, and that
his poetic language is rich in vocalizations and values suggestion, his sentences are
strong, and his words are expressive. The tradition was evident in its poetic beginnings,
and it was truly a way and paving the way for future generations after it, the researcher
recommended to study the method that Baroudi devised in his linguistic structures, and
the method of enriching himself with vocabulary that serves the process of making
poetry.
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
