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ABSTRACT

This study is about the problem of opportunity and sufficient time to learn
Arabic Language in the classroom. The issue of the Arabic Language Club also dealt
with an outside class activity. This study is aimed at recognizing the concept of the
Arabic Language Club and its role in the learning and teaching of the Arabic Language.
It is also aimed at demonstrating the impact of the Arabic Language Club in the
education process and the disclosing of significant statistical differences between the
study samples before and after participating in the Arabic Language Club. The
researcher used the descriptive and analytical approach in order to describe the
phenomenon, and to analyze the data. The importance of this research is to show a new
development in the process of teaching Arabic Language in Malaysian schools. It is to
draw attention to the importance of the Arabic Language Club as an outside class
activity in the teaching of Arabic Language. Among the most important results of this
study, the samplesremarked that it has agreed on the importance of the Arabic Language
Club in the Development of Communication. The study proved that the students in
theArabic Language Club were very weak. As it turns out the lack of statistically
significant differences between the averages of the views of study sample on six
questionnaire care attributable to the club participants and the outsiders. The lack of
statistically significant differences were also obtained from the responses of the
respondents in terms of their gender. Apart from that, there were no statistically
significant differences among the respondents before and after joining this club. The
study recommended that a serious attention be given to the Arabic Language Club, and
good planning for the use of educational activities. The implementation of the activities

in the curriculum is a great help.
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
