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ABSTRACT

This research discusses the evidence that shows the verbs and their meanings in the
Qur'an. The research problem statement is to discuss the verbs and the evidences in
terms of time, the structure of the words, and their various types because this is
important in the use of Arabic language. The question of the study is to emphasize
what are the evidences that show the verbs and their benefits? What is the method
used by Ibn 'Asyur in explaining the verbs in terms of their arrangements? What is the
change in the evidence in that particular verse? The purpose of the study is to explain
the evidences of the verbs and their types contained in surah Al-Anfal and At-Taubah
from the opinion of Ibn 'Asyur in his exegesis, and explain the method used by lbn
'‘Asyur in proving the verbs, in surah al-Anfal and At-Taubah through his book
Attahrir wa Attanwir. And put the book as the main reference in this study. The
author uses the method of analyzing and issuing arguments in lbn 'Asyur’s exegesis
besides using other books as references, such as the Arabic Nahu (syntaxis) and Saraf
(morphology). This study can contribute to the enrichment of resources within the
library, as well as to enhance knowledge in the field of Nahu (syntaxis) in the Qur'an.
This study can provide knowledge in terms of signs that show the verbs in the point of
view of Ibn 'Asyur, and the lessons learned through this study are expressing the
opinion of Ibn 'Asyur on the verbs found in the verses from al-Qur'an, in his book
Attahrir wa AtTanwir. Finally, my suggestion is that the study on the evidence of
verbs in the Qur'an according to Ibn 'Asyur will continue to add to the branch of
knowledge which will help the reader to correctly understand the verbs contained in
surah al-Anfal and Attaubah.
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
