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ABSTRACT

The research entitled "The three letters sahih verbs in Surat Al-Bagarah, a
morphological and analytical study." The research problem was represented in the
difficulty of understanding the types of verbs in the Arabic language correctly among
nonnative speakers, and the student has set a few objectives: Firstly, explain types of
sahih verbs in arabic language, its usage and scholars’ views on it. Secondly, state the
position of three letters sahih verb in Surat al-Baqarah. Thirdly: studying the effect of
the three letters sahih verb in sentence construction through Surat Al-Bagara, and the
researcher prepared important questions for the research, which are: What are the
types of sahih verbs in the Arabic language? What are the situations where the three
letters sahih verb present in Surat Al-Bagarah? What are the effects of three In this
study, the researcher relied on descriptive and analytical approaches, describing the
images on which the three letters sahih verbs were mentioned, and analyzes the
manner of these types of images and the manner in which they are received, as well as
their effect on meaning, and identifies the most frequently mentioned forms of the
verb in Surat Al-Bagarah. This research contributes to community because it helps
those who are learning the Qur'an to understand the sahih verbs and their effect on the
Arabic sentence in the Holy Quran. The research produced several results, including:
All three letters sahih verbs came in the form of the past, present, and command in
Surat Al-Bagarah in varying degrees, and most of them are the past verb, and all of
the forms of verb are present (mahmuz, muda’af and salim), and the most common
sahih verbs are salim in which it can be found sixty five times in the surah. The
student recommends all researchers to study other types of verbs in other surah in the
Holy Qur’an. The researcher also recommends studying other morphological issues

such as sources and derivatives in the surah of the Holy Qur’an.
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
