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ABSTRACT

The problem of the research lies in the difference of scholars in that linguistic means,
contribute to enriching the meaning or its opposite. The meaning by linguistic means
are: multiple meaning, synonyms, loanwords and antonyms that contribute to enriching
the meaning. These means have been proven by many scholars and denied by others.
This difference occurred a long time ago, which prompted the researcher to study them
and discuss the views of the two groups and try to reach the truth of its existence in the
Arabic language and the Holy Qur'an, and the accepted opinion in it with application to
the views of Imam Qurtubi through his interpretation in his tafsir. The research aims to
study the four linguistic means that lead to the enrichment of meaning, as well as to
reveal how Imam Qurtubi interprets these four means in surah al-Bagarah, and to
identify the most types of linguistic means in it. The research method is the descriptive
and analytical approach. Then the practical application on these issues is conducted in
surah al-Bagarah. This research contributes to the service of society, as it relates to the
Quran and helps to better understand the Quran. The research reached conclusions that
the linguistic means that lead to the enrichment of meaning are, among others: multiple
meaning, synonyms, loanwords and antonyms, and the research also proved the role of
context in differentiating between different meanings, if the context does not show this
difference, then the possibility of the two meanings remains. The researcher
recommends that all researchers study these linguistic means in all the chapters of the
Holy Quran and the books of the honorable Sunnah, as well as the study of various
other linguistic means that lead to the enrichment of meaning.
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
