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Abstract

This study addresses the most prominent issues of endowment in Malaysia by
studying the most important developments in the light of Sharia rules. The research
has raised several questions, including: What are the most prominent aspects of
preserving the five objectives of Sharia in Malaysian endowment practices?, to what
extent do the magasid maxims, as well as Usul rules and figh maxims affect the
provisions of the endowment developments? Moreover, what are the main
endowment practices applied in Malaysia? And what are its rules according to Islamic
Jurisprudence?. This study aims to achieve several goals, among them is to study the
most prominent waqf practices applied in Malaysia in the light of Islamic
Jurisprudence. This study contributes to understanding the rules of modern wagf
practices in Malaysia by interpreting them according to the principles of Islamic
Jurisprudence. The research has followed three approaches, the first of which is the
inductive approach, which involves extrapolating the facts to be studied, followed by
the descriptive approach that works to describe the facts that have been collected, and
completing them with the analytical method that based on the analysis of those
described facts according to the Islamic legal principles. The researcher concluded his
study with several results, generally there are existence of aspects of preserving the
five sharia objectives in the wagf practices in Malaysia, and the contemporary
application of waqf, which represent a step forward in the advancement of the
Malaysian Waqf sector. The researcher revealed that one of the developments of the
wagf in Malaysia is the application of long leasing of waqgf property, and the study has
shown its legal basis in Islamic Jurisprudence, as well as the inclusion of its
application in wagf to the magasid dimensions. The researchers than discussed the
substitution of waqf properties and its contribution towards revival of the idle wagf
lands, and in the selected practices in some Malaysian provinces, there are indication
of the necessity of the following substitution of waqgf properties as a legitimate
solution to the crisis of the idle waqf lands. The research also revealed that, during the
exposure to the selected cases, there were very high potential interests and benefits
gained by the substitution of Waqf properties; however, there are some practices that
indicate the need to reconsider the model used for substitution and adherence to the
Sharia regulations drawn up by Islamic jurists. On the other hand, the research
touched on an important topic in the wagf industry, which is the issue of finding an
external source for the Awaqaf, and for that it discussed the forms of partnership
between the waqgf and zakat institutes that could be implemented which is loaning
zakat funds, and the researcher discovered the lack of this model in term of its legal
basis in Islamic jurisprudence in contrary to the other view evidence, and the study
showed that the model of giving zakat to the waqgf is the solution. Furthermore, the
study recommended models that could be useful for waqgf in its collaboration with
Zakat institutions. In the final chapter, the researcher discusses the issue of wagf cash
and how it represents the best modern model for building the waqf sector, as the
researcher touched upon its in most Islamic issues, clarifies its legal rulings, and
finally mentions its most prominent Magasid dimensions.
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
