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ABSTRACT

In the summary of this research its subject: Jurisprudential differences between Sunnis
and Shiites in Thailand (worship and personal status as a model), I will address the most
important findings as the following: That one of the most visible sects of Shiites in
Thailand is the Twelver Imami Shiites, who adhere to the Jaafari school of thought. and
that Shiite jurisprudence is Jaafari jurisprudence is not attributed to Imam Jaafar al-
Sadig, because Shiite jurisprudential works were written more than two hundred years
after his death without a valid chain of narration that can be reassured. and that |
mentioned in this letter forty-two issues of jurisprudential dispute between them and
the Sunnis in Thailand and the reason for the jurisprudential differences between the
two sides is due to two things. First, it is due to the reliance of each of them on the
Qur’anic texts and the honorable Sunnah that the other did not rely on; and second it is
due to the reliance of both of them on the same texts in which the interpretation differed
on both sides. However, they are trying to confuse the truth with falsehood in the matter
of piety, to get out of the contradiction of the sayings of their imams and scholars and
to escape from the opposition of their fatwas. Contrasting with Ahl al-Sunnah, which
is one of the most likely matters in their jurisprudential rulings, and their origin is based
on opposing Ahl al-Sunnah in a completely opposite way. The best approach in
confronting and discussing their opinions, whether in the origins and branches, is direct
dealing with their approved sources. Anyway, they always claim that they are on one
madhhab, unlike the Sunnis, who split into four sects. However, | saw that their
jurisprudential disagreement with their imams is more than the differences of the four
madhhabs with their imams. and this research has clearly shown that the Jaafari sect in
its still form cannot be an accepted sect, let alone be a fifth sect. In contrast, that it is
not permissible to worship the Jaafari school of thought because they do not have a
book on jurisprudence that Ja’far al-Sadiq himself wrote, or that his students wrote it
down for him, and people continue to circulate it to this day, as is the case with other
jurists of the four schools.
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
