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ABSTRACT

The semantic grammatical analysis of Jami’ AI-Tirmidhi's conditional
sentence and his type of sentence is being explained by Jami’ Al-
Tirmidhi. This research is conducted by looking at Jami’ A/-Tirmidhi and
the researcher tries to understand the conditional sentences and its
meaning in the hadith of the Prophet. This research's topic is less studied
by other researchers. The main objective of this research is to study the
bioghraphy of Imam Al-Tirmidhi and clarify his most important works,
study the construction of the conditional sentence and its provisions,
understand the conditional sentence and the tools of the concluding and
non-advanced clauses, also to clarify how conditional sentences in Jami’
Al-Tirmidhi work. The researcher uses the descriptive method by using
particular books and an analytical approach to identify the conditional
sentence in Jami’ Al-Tirmidhi. The researcher then divides conditional
sentences into two groups, affirmative and non-affirmative, to determine
the frequency of criteria in each group. This study found that the
conditional sentence appeared in a variety of structural patterns and
signified different meanings, including the future tense, the present
continuous tense, highlighting and glorifying the message, as well as
expanding and elaborating it. ‘Who’ is one of the most frequent
affirmative conditionals with YAe occurrences, whereas ‘if” is the most
frequent negative conditional with Y¢Y occurrences. Clearly, the
conditional sentence in Jami' At-Tirmidhi contributes greatly to the body
of knowledge, particularly in nahw. In other words, the correct
understanding of the Sunnah is a result of the proper understanding of the
conditional sentence. This study makes recommendations for future
research on the conditional sentence in the Holy Qur'an, the Hadiths of
the Prophet, and ancient Arabic poetry.
