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ABSTRACT

This study addresses the narrations criticized within Al-Sohihain under the pretext of
contradicting reason. It does so by presenting and critiquing these narrations from the
standpoint of modern intellectual thought. The research problem revolves around the doubts
raised by modernists concerning the Sunnah in a general context and specifically targeting
Al-Sohihain. The objective of this study is to examine the hadiths criticized in Al-Sohihain
due to their alleged inconsistency with reason. The study also seeks to identify criticisms
stemming from contemporary perspectives that challenge these hadiths on the basis of
rationality. The intention is to analyze, address, and caution against potential pitfalls of these
criticisms. The researcher employed an inductive-analytical approach which involved
examining numerous critical narrations within Al-Sohihain that allege a departure from
reason. These narrations were then were subsequently analyzed through scholarly discussion.
This study contributes to defending the hadiths of Al-Sohihain against the suspicions raised
around them and alerting the current generation of Muslims to the dangers of doubting Al-
Sohihain. The study showed that the number of hadiths that were criticized by the modernists
amounted to 46 hadiths. Furthermore, the study indicated that the modernists and advocates
of rationality intend to challenge the hadiths in Al-Sohihain as a means to reject the entirety
of the Sunnah, while also raising doubts about the integrity of its compilation and narrators.
The limitations of this study include the fact that the rescareher has particularly focused on
suspicions raised against Al-Sohihain and not the Sunnah in general. The study recommends
researchers to observe and analyzed the suspicions raised about the purified Sunnah of the
Prophet, whether it is a claim of violation of reason otherwite claims, what the researcher
addressed in the current research is what was facilitated to collect, and obtained by the
current effort, and not all the suspicions raised against the Sunnah in general, and Al-Sohihain
in particular.
