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Abstract

This research concerns itself with customs and traditions in China and the
Islamic perspectives about them. The problem of the research is that there are a
number of Muslim youths in China who followed these customs blindly in celebrating
festivals without knowing their origins and the Islamic viewpoints about them, and
the effects on their faiths and beliefs. This research focuses on a few issues amongst
which: what are the beliefs and religions that were spread in China? What are the
Islamic views regarding their celebrations and religious festivals? What are the
constraints and restrictions that should be observed by Muslims when participating in
such traditional festivals? The objective of this research is to shed some light on
Chinese traditions regarding its festivals. Histories, origins and conjunctions while
giving insights on the Islamic perspectives concerning imitating Chinese traditions in
the beliefs, festivals and marriage customs. Consequently this research goes on to
elaborate on the things that are prohibited and must be avoided by a Muslim. The
researcher used the descriptive method in explaining the different customs from the
viewpoint of belief and its mixture. This is followed by the analysis method in putting
the rules on celebrating a said festival. This research hopésf to contribute in the aspect
of possibilities for a Muslim to participate in traditions and religious celebrations of
non-Muslims and the general prohibitions and subsequently spreading the religious
consciousness among the Muslims on this issue. The researcher summarises that
festival celebrations in China can be divided into two categories i.e. traditional
celebrations and religious celebrations .these celebrations are not recognized in the
Islamic Syari’at because they violate and oppose the Syarik. The researcher therefore
proposes that there ought to be another research which seeks to find a solution to this

problem faced by Muslims in China and the Islamic standpoint concerning it.
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
