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ABSTRACT

Conversation is the great instrument of Islamic Da ‘wah (calling to the way of Allah
S.W.T.), and understanding of the Prophets” (PBUT) conversation with their own
nations in the stages of Their (PBUT) Da ‘wah to Allah S.W.T. is the provisions for
the callers (to the way of Allah S.W.T.) and the experiences for the Islamic
pedagogues. This study comes to address the lack of research which focuses on
studying the method of conversation in Da ‘wah of Prophet Musa (PBUH) in the light
of the Qur’an and the Sunnah as the analytical study. This study also addresses how to
activate the Da ‘wah methods nowadays which are initiated by Prophet Musa (PBUH),
and its application in Da ‘wah activities has become an important goal of this research.
The researcher raises some questions including; what are the characteristics in the
conversation of Miisa (PBUH)? and how does Prophet Musa (PBUH) use the methods
of conversation with the people in power and the general human-beings? And what
are the beneficial lessons from it for the callers and the motivated people? This study
aims to draw methods of Da‘wah from the method of conversation in Da‘wah of
Prophet Miisa (PBUH) with the Supreme rulers and His (PBUH) nation in general. It
also aims to provide assistance, experience, exhortation, lesson, and advantage for the
callers in their Da‘wah activities, and contribute to the implementation of global
Da‘wah. However, the researcher firstly follows the inductive method in his study,
which collects previous studies and researches including categorization and analysis to
determine the inductive introduction; which is available through referring to the books
of tafsir (explanation of the Holy Qur’an in details) and the sources of Islamic
sciences which include the subject of Qur’dnic sciences in general and the
contemporary studies which also include the subject of this study in particular.
Secondly, he follows the practical method by collecting information, explanation and
data on the topic; and then the scientific, intellectual and rational application on this
study with the observation of the conversation method in Da ‘wah of Prophet Musa
(PBUH). Moreover, this research contributes to the scientific field through the
statement of instruments for Da‘wah to Allah S.W.T., process, the manner of
coexistence and appropriateness with it. This study reaches some important results;
most of these are as follows: the understanding of conversation, the manner of
addressing to the intellectuals, patience, prayer, and sincerity to Allah S.W.T. are very
important for the callers in the implementation of global Da ‘wah, as well as taking the
views of Da‘wah’s fellows and their participation. Nevertheless, the callers and
Da‘wah are not secured from the pains of dealing with deniers and disbelievers. At the
end of this study, the researcher believes on the importance of training courses for the
general public and the preachers; especially in human communication, attractiveness
of conversation, and the techniques of influence. The callers of modern era should
apply the methods of Da ‘wah as it is available in the conversation of Misa (PBUH);
as well as to act with it in order to succeed at carrying out of their message and
connect their call to all people.
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
